An Essay on Rings

The ring is one of the two most basic components of tatting. This study will examine some
of the many ways to create the ring, the split ring,, the floating a ring (throwing off a ring)
off a chain, floating a ring off a ring.

Some examples to be tried:
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One Red and one White Shuttle will be required.
Fill the Shuttles and cut off tha thresd ; take the end from the reel and kmot the three ends

together. Commence by holding the kot in the lelt hand, and the Red shuttle in the right
hand ; leave the thresd from the reel to full over the back of the laft hand, taks the thread
from the Whits shuttle snd hold it between the 8rd sad 4th fingers for a “Straight Thread,”
then work with |t and the Shuttle 2 doubla stitches ; leave this stralght thread. * Reverse the
work, turning it from the worker, and keep it 0 that the double stithes turn down ; take the
Reel thread, and holding it for & “straight thread,” work with it and the Shuttle 2 double
stitches ;- leave this thresd. Reverse the work, turning it fowards the worker; take the
straight thresd of the Whits shuttle and work 2 double stitches. Repeat from * [orming
sho 2 doubls stitches with the White shuttle and the Resl thread alternately until the length is
