Matkrians.—Two spools of thread No. 4o, half a yard of fish-
net, and two skeins of Caspian floss, and half a yard
of thin India linen.

The border 1is formed of oval-shaped sec-

by 2d s, 7d s, close, joining 2 of the r's to
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Baste the net over the India linen, and on it mark
the shape of the collar, taking the pattern from a
lace design, or by cutting a paper pattern the desired

shape.
Baste the tatting carefully in place, and with
