In celebration of my 32nd birthday I want to share 
this Heart pattern with all my online friends.

Let keep those shuttles and hooks flying! 
 
Materials: 
Shuttle 
Crochet Hook 1.75 mm 
DMC Cotton Perle #8 (White) 
DMC Traditions #10 (Peach) 
 
Instructions: 
 

Crocheted Heart: w/DMC Traditions and the Crochet Hook 1.75 mm 
 
Round 1: 
CH 8. 
Make 3 tr in the 4th chain from hook. 
In the next 3 chains make 1 tr, 1 dc, 1 hdc. 
In the last chain make 3 sc. 
In the next 3 chains, opposite side, make 1 hdc, 1 dc, 1 tr. 
Make 3 tr in the last chain. 
CH 3, join with a Slip Stitch to beginning. 
 
Round 2: 
CH 1, make 1 sc in the same stitch. 
CH 1, make 1 dc in the CH-3 space. 
CH 1, make 4 tr separated by ch1 in the 1st tr. 
CH 1, make 1 tr in the next tr. 
*CH 1, skip 1 stitch and make 1 dc in the next. 
Repeat * once more. 
In the 2nd sc make, 1 dc, ch 4, 1 dc. 
*CH 1, skip 1 stitch and make 1 dc in the next. 
Repeat * once more. 
CH 1, skip 1 stitch, make 1 tr in the next tr. 
CH 1, make 4 tr separated by ch1 in the 1st tr. 
CH 1, make 1 dc in the CH-3 space. 
CH 1, join with a slip stitch to the 1st sc. 
 
Fasten off. 
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Tatted Outer Round: w/DMC Cotton Perle # 8, 
Shuttle and Ball 
 
Join to the 1st ch-1 space in the crocheted heart. 
CH: 5. SLT. 
R: 1 1 1 1 1 1. CL. SLT. 
CH: 5, join to next space. 
CH: 5. SLT. 
R: 1 + (to last picot of ring) 1 1 1 1 1. CL. SLT. 
CH: 5, join to next space. 
 
Using the same pattern of chains and rings continue 
working  
following this sequence: 

 
In the 3rd space make 3 joins. 
 
In the next 2 spaces make 1 join. 
 
In the next space make 2 joins. 
 
In the next 3 spaces make 1 join. 
 
After the last Ring, on the ch-4 space make: 
 
CH: 5, join to the ch-4 space, 5. SLT. 
R: 1 + 1 1 1 1 1. CL. SLT. 
CH: 6, join to the ch-4 space, 7. SLT. 
R: 1 + 1 1 1 1 1. CL. 
R: 1+ 5 2 2 2 2 5 1. CL. 
R: 1 + 1 1 1 1 1. CL. SLT. 
CH: 7, join to ch-4 space, 6. SLT. 
R: 1 + 1 1 1 1 1. CL. SLT. 
CH: 5, join to the ch-4 space, 5. SLT. 
 
In the next 3 spaces make 1 join. 
 
In the next space make 2 joins. 
 
In the next 2 spaces make 1 join. 
 
In the next space make 3 joins. 
 
In the next 2 spaces make 1 join. 
 
Finishing with the join in the last space make: 
 
CH: 3 3. Join to the base of the 1st chain. Cut and Tie.
